Arch Bridge to do some crowd control and general supervising for the Target Fire-
works display (part of their summer Aquatennial). The night ended with some-
what of a downpour of rain, but the Minnesota spirit
shone through and the crowd stayed to watch the
awesome firework display, despite the rain.

The Eliminate Project is an initiative started by Kiwanis International

and UNICEF to eliminate maternal and neonatal tetanus (MNT) world-

wide. MNT destroys the lives of about 60,000 babies every year. When

a child contracts the disease, 1it’s
baby suffers excruciating pain from convulsions and the experience

of light and touch. Few babies survive the disease and it affects the

mothers too.

The project seeks to eliminate MNT by 2015 by immunizing over 100
million mothers to protect their future babies. To reach this goal it will
take $110 million dollars. MNT is still problematic in 38 countries today.
